Statement Sentence for MIitary

1. PURPCSE AND SCOPE. To inplenment the July 22, 1994 Menorandum
of Understandi ng between the Bureau and the U.S. Arny in which
the Bureau agreed to accept up to 500 mlitary inmates. The Arny
W ll receive inmates fromthe other branches of the mlitary and
the Coast CGuard for further transfer into Bureau custody as part
of that agreenent.

Consistent with that agreenent, this Program Statenment provides
instructions for admnistering sentences for mlitary and Coast
GQuard i nmates, including:

€@ the forfeiture and restoration of MIlitary Good Tine
(simlar to federal Statutory Good Tine); and,

€ recomendation for the award or disallowance of Mlitary
Abatenment Good Tinme (simlar to federal Extra Good Tine).

2. SUMMARY OF CHANGES. Language regarding the acceptance and
designation of mlitary and Coast Guard i nmates was revised to
reflect changes in the recently revised Security Designation and
Custody O assification Manual. Anmerican Correctional Association
standards were updated and editorial changes were made to conply
with the Bureau’s clear witing initiative.

3. PROGRAM OBJECTI VES. The expected results of this program
ar e:

a. Sentence conputations for mlitary and Coast Guard
sentences will be accurate.
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b. Mlitary and Coast Guard inmates wll receive the sane
di sci pline and treatnment as other Bureau inmates.

6. PRETRI AL/ DETAI NEES/ HOLDOVER PROCEDURES. Procedures in this
Program Statenment al so apply to Metropolitan Correctional
Centers, Metropolitan Detention Centers, Federal Detention
Centers, and Federal Transportation Centers.

7. ACCEPTANCE AND DESI GNATION. Referrals of mlitary or Coast
Guard prisoners for acceptance into Bureau custody w il be made
to the Admnistrator, Correctional Prograns Branch, North Centra
Regi onal O fice.

8. TREATMENT AND DI SCIPLINE. Mlitary and Coast CGuard inmates
transferred to Bureau custody are subject to the sanme treatnent
and discipline as other Bureau inmates (Title 10 U. S.C. § 858).

9. SENTENCE COMPUTATION. All mlitary and Coast Guard sentence
conputations will be provided by the records office, US. Arny
Di sciplinary Barracks, Fort Leavenworth, Kansas.

é The Bureau nust accept the sentence conputation as
provided by mlitary authorities.

é The Bureau will refer suspected errors, or challenges
to the sentence conputation by the inmate, to the
Records O fice, U S. Arny D sciplinary Barracks, Fort
Leavenwort h, Kansas, for resol ution.

a. A Discipline Hearing Oficer may recomend the forfeiture,
di sal | owance, or restoration of Mlitary Good Tinme (Ma3T).

é The Bureau nust forward recomendati ons concer ni ng
Mlitary Good Tinme (M3l) to mlitary authorities for
their action when reports are generated for clenency
revi ews.

o

| f any action occurs as a result of the MGT
recommendation, mlitary authorities wll reconpute the
sentence and provide a copy to the institution.

Uni t/ case managenent staff are to forward a recommendati on for
forfeiture, disallowance, or restoration of MGI received after
the last clenmency review, to the appropriate mlitary or Coast
Guard authority.

b. Mlitary Abatenent Good Tinme (MAGI) is an award fromthe
mlitary for work performance. The Bureau nust forward any such
recommendation to the mlitary or Coast Guard authority in the
same manner as outlined in Section 9. a.

c. Since the Bureau nust accept a sentence conputation
provided by the mlitary, a manual Extra Good Tinme form (BP 380)
is not to be maintained for mlitary or Coast Guard prisoners.

10. CLEMENCY. Mlitary and Coast Guard i nmates continue to be
eligible for clenmency consideration fromtheir respective branch
of servi ce.

é The Bureau will honor such cl enency actions and
subsequent sentence reconputations as issued by
mlitary or Coast Guard authorities.

11. RELEASE AND SUPERVI SION. Innmates released fromtheir
sentence through the operation of "good tinme" (Mandatory Rel ease
or Expiration with Good Tine) are to be rel eased w thout
supervision. A 180-day date is, therefore, inapplicable and nust
not be entered on the conputation.

é The U.S. Probation Ofice in the district of rel ease
wi ||l supervise any inmate rel eased by action of the
U. S. Parol e Conm ssion.
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Mlitary and Coast Guard inmates rel eased on parole are
subject to the sane U S. Parole Conmm ssion rules and
regul ations as federal inmates.
