	Narrative: The on-site visit for the Prison Rape Elimination Act (PREA) compliance audit of the Federal Correctional Complex-Victorville (FCC), 
Victorville, CA was conducted February 7-9, 2017 by The Nakamoto Group Inc. auditor Carolyn Rickards Williams (Lead) and Edward  Motley.  When the auditor first arrived at the facility, an in-briefing meeting was held with the Wardens, Associate Warden/PREA Compliance Manager, other Complex Associate Wardens, Key Administrative Staff and two Bureau of Prisons (BOP) PREA/ACA Liaisons.  Additionally, an ACA Audit and BOP Program Review were conducted in conjunction with this PREA Audit.  After the introductions, the audit process was discussed during the briefing.                 

FCC Victorville, located in the town of Victorville, CA, is just north of the San Bernadino Mountains, at the edge of the Mojave Desert, approximately 85 miles northeast of Los Angeles and 180 miles southwest of Las Vegas, Nevada.  FCC Victorville falls under the jurisdiction of the Central District of California.  The Complex occupies a 960 acre site at the southeast edge of what used to be known as George Air Force Base.  On January 14, 1993, the Secretary of the Air Force signed a Record of Decision, effectively transferring land at  George Air Force Base to the Federal Bureau of Prisons, for the construction of a Federal Correctional Complex.  FCC Victorville is comprised of a high-security penitentiary, two medium-security correctional institutions, a minimum-security satellite camp and a central administration building.  The Federal Correctional Complex is currently accredited by the American Correctional Association (ACA) and The Joint Commission on Accreditation of Health Care Organizations (JCAHCO) under Ambulatory Health Care Standards.  The three institutions are located in close proximity to one another, in order to consolidate basic administrative/operational services and increase cost efficiency.  FCC Victorville is currently the single largest employer in the local area. 
                                                                                                                                                  
Federal Correctional Institution I (FCI I) was the first institution to activate within the Complex and began receiving medium security inmates in June 2000.  FCI I occupies 40 acres of the 960 acre site.  The facility's design capacity is 1152 and the adult male population is 1220.  The inmate housing units consist of 12 multiple occupancy cells housing units, 12 single housing units and a total of 72 segregation cells (administrative and disciplinary).  The inmate age range is 18-86 and the average daily population is 1324.  The average length of stay is approximately seven years.

The Satellite Prison Camp (SPC) is a minimum security, adult female facility.  The Camp began receiving its first female inmates in August 2000.  The facility's design capacity is 256 and the current adult female population is 251.  The Satellite Prison Camp has two open bay/dormitory housing units, with a total of 128 double-bunked cubes.  The SPC and outside areas encompass 132, 576 square feet.  The inmate age range is 19-75 and the average daily population is 245.  The average length of stay is approximately three and one-half years.

The United States Penitentiary (USP) began receiving its first high security inmates in early July 2004.  The penitentiary's design capacity is 960 and the current adult male population is 1181.  The inmate housing units consist of 12 multiple occupancy cells housing units, 12 single housing units and a total of 120 segregation cells (administrative and disciplinary).  The USP encompasses over 500,000 square feet of building and related facilities.  The inmate age range is 21-80 and the average daily population is 1309.  The average length of stay is approximately eight years.                                                                  
                                                                              
Federal Correctional Institution II (FCI II) began receiving its first medium security inmates in late 2004.  At that time, administrative oversight and support to the Satellite Prison Camp was transferred to FCI II.  The facility's design capacity is 1152 and the current adult male population is 1239. The inmate housing units consist of 12 multiple occupancy cells housing units, 12 single housing units and a total of 94 segregation cells (administrative and disciplinary).  One of the housing units is designated as the Bureau Rehabilitation and Values Enhancement (BRAVE) Program Unit.  FCI II encompasses 623,134 square feet of building and related facilities.  The inmate age range is 18-77 and the average daily population is 1287. The average length of stay is approximately seven years and eight months.    

Support services include human resources, employee development, financial management, safety, facilities, computer services, inmate systems management, religious services, psychology services, education/recreation, health services, food services and correctional services.  

The Wardens and other key staff, at each facility, meet quarterly to discuss work force utilization, the staffing plan and other institution issues.  When developing the annual staffing plan, each element of the PREA standards is carefully considered.   

The standards used for this audit became effective August 20, 2012.  This auditor discussed the information contained in the Pre-Audit Questionnaire with the Complex PREA Compliance Manager.  The National PREA Coordinator and the National PREA Contract Administrator for the Bureau of Prisons were previously interviewed telephonically, as was the Director's designee.  A review of all agency and local facility PREA policies was conducted, as well as an extensive tour of each facility.  During the auditing period, there were 20  reported allegations of sexual abuse/sexual harassment.  A total of 46  inmates (USP 8; FCI I 11; FCI II 15 and SCP 12) were interviewed. A total of 42 inmates refused to be interviewed, there were no disabled inmates, three inmates were Limited English Proficient and no inmates self-identified as being members of the LGBTI community.  Additionally, there were no inmates who had previously reported an allegation of sexual abuse or disclosed sexual victimization during risk screening.  All inmates interviewed demonstrated a good understanding of the PREA program.  A total of 145 institution staff were interviewed   There were 40 correctional officers (from all three 8-hour shifts), 49 non-security staff and 56 specialized staff, to include nine administrative staff, and two contract workers.  Additionally, the President/SANE, Law Enforcement Medical Services, was interviewed relative to their responsibility for conducting all forensic examinations for the Complex.  There were no volunteers available to be interviewed.  The administrative staff interviewed included the three Wardens, one Associate Warden, one Captain and four Human Resource representatives.  All staff and contractors interviewed were aware of the Agency's Zero Tolerance policy for sexual abuse/sexual harassment and demonstrated an understanding of the PREA,  along with their responsibilities under this program, relative to their position in the organization and employment status. 

	Description of Facility Characteristics: The mission of the Federal Bureau of Prisons is to protect society by confining offenders in the controlled environments of prisons and community-based facilities that are safe, humane, cost efficient, appropriately secure, and that provide work and other self-improvement opportunities to assist offenders in becoming law abiding citizens.  The primary mission of FCC Victorville is to provide a safe, secure and humane environment for inmates and staff, in compliance with the Bureau's mission and goals.  Opportunities for self-improvement include work, education, vocational training, religious and counseling programs.  These programs are designed to assist inmates during confinement and upon release, as well as, to facilitate the orderly operation of the institution.  Staff maintain high ethical standards in their day-to-day activities and are professional in accomplishing the mission of the Federal Bureau of Prisons and FCC Victorville, which stresses the safety of staff, inmates and the general public.                                                                                                                                          
                                                                                                                               
FCC Victorville's Health Services Department is an ambulatory-type medical facility.  Contract medical services supplement existing health services staff and the department uses "911" emergency medical services for all life-threatening emergencies.  The Health Services department processes approximately 295 clinical encounters a week and maintains a chronic care clinic, which compromises almost 40 percent of the entire inmate population.        
                                                                        
The Educational philosophy at FCC Victorville focuses primarily upon the academic "basics".  Utilizing a "One Team-One Mission" approach, the Education Department offers programs that are designed to assist inmates in attaining basic literacy goals//General Educational Development (GED), that will enable them to function in a world that requires the knowledge of reading, writing and arithmetic.  Mandatory literacy programs include General Educational Development (GED) and English as a Second Language (ESL).  Inmates who do not have a high school diploma and have not completed the mandatory 240 classroom hours in the literacy program are required to attend.  The GED classes are offered in English and Spanish. Satisfactory completion of the GED Program will merit a GED Certificate.  English as a Second Language is mandatory for non-English speaking inmates and focuses on speaking and reading in English, to obtain at least an 8th grade level on the Comprehensive Adult Student Assessment System (CASAS) examination.  The Adult Continuing Education (ACE) Program provides continuing educational experiences in a wide variety of general interest courses designed to enrich an inmate's general knowledge in particular subjects, such as Accounting I and II, Basic law, Real Estate, Business, Time Management, Book Club and African American Studies.  The Advanced Occupational Education (AOE) Program affords inmates an opportunity to further their education above the high school level.  Additionally, correspondence courses, which offer degrees, are offered to inmates who wish to pay for the classes.  FCC Victorville also offers a variety of Vocational and Apprenticeship Program opportunities.  Vocational Training Programs at FCI I include Building Trades, Automotive Service Excellence (ASE), MS Office 10, Recycling, ServSafe and Solar Panel.  Vocational Training Programs at FCI II include ASE, Horticulture, MS Office 10, Recycling, ServSafe, Solar Panel, VT Bikes and VT Wheels.  Vocational Programs at the USP include ASE, MS Office10 and Recycling.  Vocational Training Programs at the SPC also include ASE, MS Office 10, Recycling and Horticulture.  There are currently no Apprenticeship Programs offered at the USP or the  Camp.  Other available Release Preparation Program (RPP) opportunities include Parenting Classes, Ready to Work, Money Smart, Personal Finance, G.O.G.I. (Getting out By Going IN) and Resume writing.  An Electronic Law Library is maintained at each institution.  The Electronic Law Library provides inmate access to case law from federal districts, circuits and the Supreme Court.  Each Special housing Unit is also equipped with an Electronic Law Library for inmate use.  Those legal materials not available on the electronic system may be requested from the facility's main law library.  Each facility also maintains a Leisure Library that contains a variety of literature in both English and Spanish, to include fiction and non-fiction books, newspapers, magazines and reference materials.  Other reading material, not available in their respective libraries, can be requested through the Cooperative Library Loan Program.  
                                                                                                                                                                                            
In further pursuit of the Bureau's reentry mission, FCC Victorville developed an innovative program entitled LEAP: Learn, Educate, Act and Prepare.  LEAP seeks to occupy the incarcerated inmate's time, by engaging them in a work assignment commensurate with their skills, as well as, enrolling them in classes that yield the most benefit for reentry into the community.  

The Psychology Services Department provides comprehensive psychological and drug treatment services to inmates in the general population and Special Housing Units.  The Department provides Drug Education and Nonresidential Drug Abuse Treatment (NRDAP) to general population inmates.  Drug Education is a 12-15 hour course and NRDAP is a voluntary program that meets a minimum of 12 and  a maximum of 24 weeks.  Self-help group materials, such as Alcoholics Anonymous or narcotics Anonymous, are also available through the Psychology services department.  The Bureau Rehabilitation and Values Enhancement (BRAVE) Program Unit is housed at FCI II.  The BRAVE Program is designed to facilitate favorable institutional adjustment, reduce incidents of misconduct and address the treatment needs of those inmates who are 32 years of age or younger, have a sentence of at least 60 months and are are first-time commitments in the Bureau of Prisons.  BRAVE program participants are housed together in a unit, separate from general population inmates.  Additionally, RESOLVE, a non-residential trauma treatment program, was developed for the large number of female inmates who have experienced traumatic life events/mental illness, to include Post Traumatic Stress Disorder and Borderline Personality Disorder.        

All inmates, who have been medically cleared, are provided work assignments, to include Food Service, Environmental Health Services (Safety), Facilities, Education/Recreation, Laundry, Commissary, Health Services, sanitation workers and unit orderlies.  Additionally, FCC Victorville operates an industrial operation (trade name "UNICOR"), which employs 126 inmates.  Inmates are also encouraged to maintain their personal health through a variety of recreational activities to reduce idle time.           
 
The auditor concluded, through interviews and review of policy and documentation, that all staff and most inmates were very knowledgeable concerning their responsibilities involving the Prison Rape Elimination Act.  The inmates interviewed acknowledged that they received information about the facility's Zero Tolerance policy against sexual abuse/sexual harassment immediately upon their arrival to the facility, that staff were respectful and that they felt safe at the facility.  Staff were able to describe in detail their specific duties and responsibilities, including being a "first responder", if an incident occurred or an allegation of sexual abuse/sexual harassment was made.    
	Summary of Audit Findings: When the on-site audit was completed, an "out-briefing" meeting was conducted.  In addition to the PREA auditors, the Wardens, Associate Warden/PREA Compliance Manager, other Associate Wardens, key Administrative Staff and two BOP PREA/ACA Liaisons  were present.  The auditor was provided extensive and lengthy files prior to the audit and during the audit for review to support a conclusion of compliance with the standards governing the Prison Rape Elimination Act.  There were no areas of concern during the audit.    Institution staff were found to be extremely courteous, cooperative and professional.  All areas of the facility were found to be extremely clean and well maintained.  At the conclusion of the audit, the auditor thanked FCC Victorville staff for their hard work and dedication to the PREA process.

The agency's zero tolerance against sexual abuse is clearly established and the policy also outlines the agency's approach to preventing, detecting and responding to sexual abuse and sexual harassment allegations.  In addition to the Complex PREA Compliance Manager, there is a designated National PREA Coordinator and a PREA Coordinator assigned to each regional office in the agency to ensure adherence to the Prison Rape Elimination Act.  The Complex PREA Compliance Manager reports to the Warden.  Zero tolerance posters are displayed throughout every area of the institution.  Both institution staff and inmates are provided with a wealth of opportunities to become well aware of PREA policies and procedures. Additionally, a PREA information card, which outlines the protocol for responding to an incident of sexual abuse/sexual harassment, is distributed to each staff member at the Complex. All agency contractual agreements were modified effective February 1, 2013, to incorporate the language requiring contractors to adopt and comply with PREA standards.

Agency policy requires each facility to review the staffing plans on an annual basis.  Interviews with the Wardens and members of their executive staff revealed compliance with the Prison Rape Elimination Act and that other safety and security issues are always a primary focus when they consider and review their staffing plan.  When developing the annual staffing plan, each element of the standard is carefully considered, due to the multi-tiered mission of the Federal Correctional Complex.  Workforce utilization issues are always reviewed and discussed at the Quarterly Workforce Utilization Meetings, to include video monitoring/PREA, and the minutes were reviewed by the auditor and on are on file at the Complex. BOP policy prohibits staff from alerting other staff members that these supervisory rounds are occurring and interviews with staff confirmed unannounced rounds to all areas of the institution are conducted on a weekly basis, with no warning to staff.

The auditor observed each unit has individual shower stalls that allowed for privacy while showering.  100% of the inmates interviewed acknowledged they are allowed to shower, dress and use the toilet privately, without being viewed by the opposite gender.  Correctional and administrative staff interviews supported the inmates' views that there are no privacy issues within the facility.  Staff, along with the majority of the inmates interviewed (both male and female), indicated that employees of the opposite gender announce their presence before entering a housing unit. FCC Victorville takes appropriate steps to ensure inmates with disabilities and inmates with limited English proficiency have an opportunity to participate in and benefit from the facility's efforts to prevent, detect and respond to sexual abuse and sexual harassment.  PREA handouts, bulletin board postings and inmate handbooks are in both English and Spanish.  The above-mentioned documents were submitted and reviewed by the auditor.
